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CHAPTER 13: INFRASTRUCTURE FACILITIES
Temporary Campus:

The University is presently functional from its temporary campus at Khuman
Lampak Sports Complex, Imphal. It is co-educational and fully residential ever since
its inception. The Government of Manipur made available space in the Khuman
Lampak Sports Complex, Imphal. This included three hostels building, two for boys
having 50 rooms each in one hostel for girls having 35 rooms, Academic and
Administrative block buildings.

Besides these, various other well-equipped facilities of the Khuman Lampak
Sports Complex are also accessed for sports activities and classes.

New Campus:

NBCC (India) Ltd. has been engaged as the Project Management Consultant (PMC) for
setting up the National Sports University vide MoU dated 25% Sept. 2019 between
MYAS and NBCC. NBCC (India) engaged M/ s Arcop Associates, an architectural firm
experienced in designing sports infrastructure projects, for preparation of Layout Plan
of NSU.

The Project has been sanctioned by the MoYAS on 30/11/21 at a total cost (revised) of
Rs. 643.34. The NBCC awarded the construction work on 16/06/22 with a completion
schedule of 30 months from start of the actual construction.

Construction of the new campus of the University has started on a land measuring
325.90 acres provided by the State Government on a foothill near Koutruk-Senjam
Khunou village, Imphal West District which is nearly 20 km away from the Imphal
city.

As part of pre-investment activities site development, retaining wall, site office, soil
testing etc. has been completed. NBCC, the Project Management Consultant have
finalised the revised lavout of the new campus. Works relating to land development,
retaining wall and construction of temporary barracks for security personnel have

been completed. Constructions of hostels, administrative building, academic building,
faculty residences and multipurpose sports hall are under progress.

_ The above represents the total Caprtal expendiure of the Unmiversity durmg the
Financial Year 2021-22. Scrutiny of the records however revealed fhat the above does not
mclude Capital expenditure mcurred for purchase of Fixed Assets - Sports Equipment,
amounting to 2 2,12,95 499 Audit also observed that the expenditure was wrongly treated as
Revenue expenditure and the Sports equipment purchased at the cost of 2 2 13 crore were ot
merged with the Fixed Assets of the University (dmmexure — 1) The Sports equipment
amounting to 2 14,18,570 was however rejected due to unsatisfactory quabity and
specifications and are in possession of the University for return to the supplier (Annexure —
IT). Moreover, depreciation on 2 1,98,76,429 (= 2 2,12,95.499 plus 2 14 18.570) for 2
14,90,732 (@ 7.5% of T 1,98,76,429) was not charged during the period.

This has resulted in overstatement of overstatement of current asset (closing stock -
sports equipment) and understatement of capital fund by ¥ 199 crore. This has

correspondingly resulted in understatement of Fixed Assets by the same amount and
depreciation by T 015 crore.
